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ARTICLE I
Membership and Objectives

Section 1  The name of this organization shall be the Kansas Branch of the National League of Postmasters
of the United States.

Section 2  It shall operate under a charter granted by the National Executive Board.

Section 3  The purpose for which the corporation is organized as a independent, non-political association
shall be to:

(a) Provide a vehicle through which members may assist one another in matters connected with
their career employment in the United States Postal Service;

(b) Advance the proficiency of personnel in providing postal service promptly, reliably, and
efficiently to individuals and businesses in all areas of the state;

(c) Improve the conditions under which individual members work, having concern for salaries,
hours of employment, working conditions, adjustments of grievances and labor duties;

(d) Cooperate with other groups and levels of Postal management in the achievement of
common goals;

(e) Encourage contact among members in social, operational, and professional relationships.

Section 4  The Kansas Branch of the National League of Postmasters of the United States of America shall
have three classes of members. These classes of members shall be (1) active, (2) associate and (3) League
Benefit Members.

(a) An active member shall be a person in charge of a post office.

(b) An associate member shall be a former active member who continues to pay dues and
exercise in interest in the League. 

(c) League Benefit Members are federal employees who pay dues and are eligible for all the
services of the League.

Section 5  The elected Branch officers shall be a President, five Vice Presidents, a Secretary-Treasurer, and
one retired member.  The President, five Vice Presidents and Secretary-Treasurer shall be active members.
Together with the immediate Past President for as long as such officers shall be persons in charge of post
offices, these elected Branch Officers shall constitute the Executive Board.

Section 6   The annual state convention shall make and amend a Code of Governing Rules, not inconsistent
with the Articles of Incorporation or with the Code of Governing Rules of the National Organization.

Section 7   In the event of the voluntary or involuntary dissolution and liquidation of the Branch, the
distribution of assets shall be accomplished by the Executive Board.
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ARTICLE II
Convention

Section 1   The governing body of the Branch shall be its annual state convention.  This convention shall be
for the purpose of establishing Branch policy, for receiving and reviewing reports, for electing officers, and
for the consideration of other business.

Section 2   The annual state convention shall convene each year.  The exact date and site of the convention
shall be determined by the Executive Board and published in an official publication of the Branch.

Section 3   A special state convention may be called by the vote of five members of the Executive Board or
upon the written request of ten percent of the active members in good standing.  The notice of each special
convention, including date, place, time, and the specific business to be transacted shall be printed in an
official publication of the Branch.  The publication shall be mailed to each active member at least thirty
(30) days prior to any such convention.  Only business stated in the call of the special convention shall be
transacted.

Section 4   All active members in good standing may participate in all phases of the state convention.

Section 5   A quorum at any convention session shall be 10 percent of the active members in good standing.

Section 6   Any expenditures voted by annual state conventions will be appropriated in the next annual
budget provided funds are available.

ARTICLE III
Officers

Section 1   The officers of the Branch will be active members.  Such officers shall be elected at each annual
state convention and serve one-year terms.

Such officers shall be a President, five Vice Presidents, a Secretary-Treasurer and one retired member.
Candidates for state office shall be placed in nomination by a nominating committee and/or from the floor
at each annual state convention without regard to geography of residence.  The retired member of the State
Board shall be nominated by the retired members of the Branch.

Such officers shall be elected by ballot except that, when there is only one nominee for an office, the
Secretary-Treasurer shall cast the ballot.

Section 2   Following their election, the Vice Presidents at the annual state convention shall ballot to elect
one of themselves to be the Executive Vice President.

Section 3   Branch officers elected by the convention shall take office July 1 in the year in which they were
elected.

Section 4   In case of vacancy in the office of the President, the Executive Vice President shall succeed to
the unexpired term and the current Immediate Past President will remain as such.

Section 5   Upon the succession of the Executive Vice President, the four remaining Vice Presidents shall
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caucus to select by ballot one of them to succeed to the vacancy.

Section 6   In case of a vacancy in the office of a Vice President, the President, with the approval of the
Executive Board, shall name an active member to succeed to the unexpired term.

Section 7   In case of a vacancy in the office of immediate Past President, the office shall remain unfilled
until the next Past President is available.

Section 8   The President shall be responsible for the efficient management of the Branch.  The President
shall generally preside at all annual state conventions.  The President shall be chairperson of the Executive
Board.

The President shall appoint the members of the standing and special committees.  The President shall be ex-
officio a member of all committees.  The President shall appoint a member of the Executive board to serve
as advisor to each standing committee.

Section 9   The Executive Vice President shall work closely with the President and shall be considered such
President’s executive assistant.  The Executive Vice President shall preside at all meetings in the absence of
the President.

Transactions of the Executive Board shall be valid in their entirety when the Executive Vice President is
acting in the duly constituted position of President pro tem.

Section 10   The Vice Presidents and the Immediate Past President shall perform such other duties as are
assigned them by the convention or by the President.

Section 11   The Secretary-Treasurer shall be responsible for all funds of the Branch.  Such officer shall
keep a record of all meetings and control the receipt, deposit and disbursement of such funds pursuant to
action by the annual convention or as directed by the Executive Board.

Section 12   The books and accounts of the Secretary-Treasurer shall be audited annually by an auditing
committee appointed by the state President.  All bills shall be filed with the Secretary-Treasurer.

ARTICLE IV
Executive Board

Section 1   The Executive Board shall have full power and authority over the affairs of the Branch within
policies established by the annual state convention and when the convention is not in session.

Section 2   A quorum of the Executive Board shall be five members.

Section 3   The Executive Board shall convene in the convention immediately before and upon adjournment
of the convention and at least once thereafter upon the call of the President.
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the Branch.

Section 5   The Executive Board shall have power by an affirmative vote of five members to remove any
inactive, incompetent, or delinquent Branch officer; provided such officer shall have been given due notice
at least (30) days prior to such action and provided such officer is given the opportunity to be heard in
person or by such officer’s designated representative.

Section 6   Each member of the Executive Board shall, during the state convention, be given an opportunity
to make a report.

Section 7   The Executive Board may authorize the establishment of an auxiliary to the Branch.  This
auxiliary shall exist under its own Charter and Code of Governing Rules to further the purposes of the
Branch.

The Branch auxiliary shall file a Code of Governing Rules and amendments thereto with the National
Office for review and record.

ARTICLE V
Finances and Dues

Section 1   The revenues of the Branch will be derived from: (a) Membership dues (b) Such other activities
as may be in keeping with the policy and dignity of the Branch.

Section 2   A schedule of dues shall be established for all classes of members, and dues shall be assessed by
action of the annual National convention upon recommendation of the National Executive Board.
Membership dues shall run from July 1 to the succeeding June 30, but dues of a new member shall be
prorated according to the month of entry.

Section 3   Members may, by execution of the proper form, authorize the United States Postal Service to
withhold from their salary their dues for membership in the League and pay such sums withheld to the
National Office of the League.

Section 4   Members whose dues have become delinquent by more than three months shall no longer
remain members in good standing.

Section 5   The Branch shall remit to the National Office monthly the per capital sum of cash membership
dues collected.

Section 6   The National Office shall forward monthly to the Secretary of the Branch the share to which the
Branch is entitled for dues collected.

Section 7   All net dues shall be divided equally between the Branch and National Office, except for dues of
retired members.  Of that amount 10% shall go to the National Retiree Organization, 42.5% to the National
Office and 42.5% to the Branch.  Fifty cents per retiree of what the Branch receives from retired members
will be turned over to the Kansas Retiree Organization based on the September 30 membership roster.

Section 8   Authorization for use of the National League of Postmasters’ credit card shall be limited to the
President and/or the Secretary/Treasurer.  Use of this card is restricted to the payment of travel expenses,
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the cost of motel accommodations/lodging and the payment of expenditures as directed by the board.

ARTICLE VI
Uniform Local Organization

Section 1   The Executive Board shall establish a uniform local organization on area levels.  Such local
organization shall provide channels of communication within the Branch and between Postmasters in each
United States Postal Service administrative area so as to enable Postal Managers from the Districts and
Areas to work more efficiently and to protect the interest and welfare of Postmasters.

Section 2   The Executive Board shall determine the conditions and need under which the Branch shall
allow financial assistance to the several levels of uniform local organization.

ARTICLE VII
Committees

Section 1   There shall be seven standing committees.  The President shall appoint the members of each
committee with the assistance of the Executive Board.  Each committee shall have a minimum of three
members.

Section 2   There shall be a committee on membership.  This committee shall act continuously to bring into
the Branch eligible persons as members.

Section 3   There shall be a committee on the Code of Governing Rules.  This committee shall continually
review such Code of Governing Rules and recommend changes to the Executive Board.

Section 4   There shall be a committee on effective service.  This committee shall continually review the
performance of the United States Postal Service for the purpose of making constructive suggestions for the
betterment of the service to the public.  This committee shall review the performance of the Kansas Branch
National League of Postmasters and make suggestions and/or recommendations to the Executive Board.

It shall encourage suggestions from Postmasters so that the Branch may contribute helpful ideas from the
experience of its membership.  It shall report to the Executive Board through the advisor.  The Executive
Board shall have sole authority to communicate findings and recommendations as it deems to be in the best
interest of the League.

Section 5  There shall be a committee on resolutions.  This committee shall receive expressions of opinion
and recommendations for action from members.  It may combine, amend, substitute, edit and redraft
resolutions so received for the purpose of presenting them to the convention in good form for efficient
delegate action.  It shall recommend such action as it judges to be in the best interests of the League and
give reasons for such action to the members on all resolutions received.

Section 6   There shall be a committee on conventions.  This committee shall explore sites, dates, cost, and
facilities and submit its findings as information to the Executive Board.

Section 7   There shall be a committee on legislation.  This committee shall pursue such steps with the
Congress, with administrative agencies, with government corporations, and with the public to advance the
proficiency of personnel in providing postal service promptly, reliably, and efficiently to individuals and
businesses in all areas of the state.
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Section 8   There shall be a committee on insurance.  This committee shall keep informed on the
Postmasters Benefit Plan health insurance and all the insurance sponsored by the League.  It shall be ready
to advise the Executive Board or any member on all the insurance plans when requested.

Section 9   Special committees, such as auditing committee, will be appointed by the President with the
assistance of the Executive Board as circumstances require.

Section 10   There shall be a nominating committee consisting of three members.  The immediate Past
President will be the chairman of the nominating committee.  The President will appoint the second member
and the Secretary-Treasurer will appoint the third member.  The floor will also be open for nominations.
All officers shall be elected for one year.

ARTICLE VIII
Delegates

Section 1   Delegates to the National Convention shall be the State President, Editor and State Secretary.

When more than three delegates are sent to the National Convention, the additional ones shall be elected by
the members, attending the State Convention. (One delegate per fifty (50) members, as stated in the
National Constitution.)

ARTICLE IX
Compensation

Section 1   The President shall receive registration and $500.00 as monetary compensation for attending the
National Convention.

The Secretary-Treasurer and Editor shall receive a monetary compensation for attending the National
Convention as the treasury allows.

Other delegates will also receive compensation, but in smaller amounts.  Anyone receiving compensation to
National Convention shall be required to attend all General Sessions meetings or refund compensation.

Section 2   The President, Secretary-Treasurer, Editor, Legislative Chairman and Membership Chairman
may attend the National League Forum at the discretion of the Executive Board.

Those who attend will have airfare, room and registration paid.  Anyone receiving compensation for airfare,
room and registration to the Forum shall be required to attend all General Sessions or refund compensation.
Any reimbursements from National Office will be returned to the State Treasury.

Section 3   The President, Secretary-Treasurer, Editor, Legislative Chairman, and Membership Chairman
may attend the Midwest Area Conference at the discretion of the Executive Board.

Those who attend will have airfare, room and registration paid.  Anyone receiving compensation for airfare,
room and registration to the Central Region Conference shall be required to attend all General Sessions or
refund compensation.  Any reimbursements from National Office will be returned to the State Treasury.

Section 4   To insure a timely and orderly transition of duties when new officers take their respective
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elected offices; Now therefore let it be resolved that all records, books, ledges and accounts be audited and
transferred from the old officer to the new officer as soon as possible but no longer than (15) days after the
election.

ARTICLE X
Amendment

Section 1   Any five or more members over their signatures may submit to the President of the Branch a
proposal for amendment to the Code of Governing rules; provided that such a proposal is submitted in
sufficient time to permit consideration by the Committee of the Code of Governing Rules prior to the
annual state convention.

Upon recommendation of such committee, the proposed amendment shall be transmitted to the Executive
Board and placed on the agenda of the convention for consideration.

Section 2   The proposed amendment, as transmitted by the Executive Board shall be printed in two (2)
official publications of the branch and then submitted at two separate sessions of the convention.  A two-
thirds vote by active members present shall adopt.

Section 3   Unless otherwise specified, the effective date of an amendment so adopted shall be July 1 in the
year in which it was adopted.

Section 4  The Secretary-Treasurer shall have copies of this constitution available for every eligible Kansas
Branch member in the state upon request.

PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern the
Branch in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with this Code of
Governing Rules and any special rules of order the Branch may establish.
